Mandatory Guidelines for Video Poetry Submission
● Must be presented in front of a class of student peers.
● Video must include the audience in the video.
● The video must be completed in one take. Editing the video after the fact is forbidden.
● Must be submitted by the language teacher from a valid school account.
● Must include student introduction (student name, the title of poem, and author). DO NOT

INCLUDE SCHOOL NAME IN THE VIDEO.
● Must be uploaded to google drive as an MP4.
● Must be submitted as a google drive link via the submission form FLFD Poetry

Submission.
● Must be saved using the following naming convention provided in the example below.

Due Date: All submissions must be received by 11:59 pm on April 14 to be considered for
scoring. Once received, videos will be sent to MSSU for judging.

Additional Notes:
*Failure to follow guidelines will result in a disqualified video submission.
*All recordings must have an adequate volume level and clarity. If the audio is not
audible, the submission will not be counted.
*Winners will be announced on the day of the competition.
